As both a politician and a public servant I am very disappointed that strike ac-
tion is being taken as a first resort but I can really feel the annoyance and frus-
tration experienced by the public service.  We are the easy target.  We are easy 
to collect from. Whatever support a government might expect from 
workers is contingent on there being a fair and equitable system of 
contribution and a recovery plan devised.  Unfortunately no such 
plan exists and while public servants are being squeezed for bail out 

money the Minister for Finance is failing to address 
the commercial VAT faux pas which lost almost another billion 
to the exchequer.  Before you start to bail out it is necessary to 
stop the leak. 
Public servants have been the backbone of this country and it is 

sad to see Gardai, Army, Nurses, Teachers, Civil Servants, Prison Wardens, etc 
taking to the streets to protect their conditions.  All of the partnership initia-
tives undertaken, all of the planning and productivity deals were contingent on 
pay and pension promises.  The strike day will serve as a re-
minder that there is much more than just a days loss of work 
involved.  Unless this inept government gets its act together this 
day will be the herald of other things to come. 
We are victims of years of mismanagement and flawed eco-
nomic thinking. Within the next couple of weeks we face another budget to dig
